() Strive for the renunciation of the use of force in international
relations and for general and complete disarmament.

(b) Uphold the right of every people to freely determine and
build up its own social, economic and political system by
ways and means of its own free choice; and

(c) Support oppressed peoples throughout the world waging a
just struggle against imperialism, colonialism, or racialism.

Board . What does it mean by the word ‘Protocol’?

Candidate : In diplomacy, the term refers to the ceremonial side of it,
including matters of diplomatic courtesy and precedence. This
is also used as another name for an agreement. Originally, a
protocol was considered a somewhat less formal document than
a treaty, but that is a distinction no longer valid.
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Board . Tell us about ‘Armistice’.

Candidate : Armistice is an agreement for the suspension of hostilities.
Historically, the suspension offered by an armistice was
intended to be temporary (and could be local as well as general).
But since 1918 the term has increasingly connoted an intention
to terminate hostilities completely. In that event, an armistice
may be followed by an agreement on an armistice demarcation
line and, later, by a peace treaty.

Board . Mention 5 most pressing world problems.

Candidate : Sir the most pressing problems are, 1. Risks from artificial
intelligence. 2. Nuclear weapons, 3. Climate change
4. Catastrophic pandemics 5. Great power war.

Board : How is Al a risk for humankind?

Candidate : Sir, Al could lead to development of lethal autonomous
weapons, automation by Al may cause widespread unemployment,
Al systems might compromise personal data security,
advancements of Al could pose risks to human control and
safety. Thus Al can pose threat to humankind.

Board : What is the stance of Bangladesh in Palestine issue?

Candidate : Sir, Article 25 of the Bangladesh Constitution pledges support for
oppressed peoples fighting against imperialism, colonialism, or
racialism. On the other hand, some resolutions have been taken
by the UN General Assembly and Security Council since 1948
for the solution of the Palestine issue. Where the recognition of
the rights for the Palestinian refugees of returning to their

homeland as well as establishing a sovereign Palestine state in

accordance with the pre-1967 boundary line has been given.
Bangladesh, according to international law, supports the
unalienable right of the Palestinian people and will do so.
Recently Dr. Muhammad Yunus also urged the adoption of two
state-based solutions in the last United Nations General Assembly.

Board : What is Hidro-Diplomacy? Elaborate the concept
‘Weaponization of Water’.

Candidate : Hydro-diplomacy is the process of using diplomatic negotiation
and cooperation to manage and share transboundary water
resources like rivers and lakes between countries. For example,
The Indus water treaty between India-Pakistan. And
weaponization of water is the deliberate use of water supply or
infrastructure to harm, pressure or weaken an opponent.

Board : What are the differences between a Refugee and a Migrant?

Candidate : Migrant and refugee are just two of the many terms we use to
describe people who are seeking new homes in other countries. But
there is a difference between migrant and refugees. The main
difference is choice. Simply speaking, a migrant is someone who
chooses to move, and a refugee is someone who has been forced
from their home.
